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What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of students being sent home?
From the first full day of students working remotely, work will be set on ClassCharts and where possible Teams. This may be independent learning for the first day while we prepare for the remote curriculum.

Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. However, we may need to make some adaptations in some subjects for example, in practical subjects we may switch to teaching theoretical topics for the duration of the isolation.


Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will mirror the timetable they follow in school - 5 hours of lessons per day. Students should prepare for lessons as per their normal timetable and work will be set accordingly on ClassCharts and Teams. This will include both the normal timetable and the homework timetable. 


Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
All resources and instructions will be shared with students and parents on ClassCharts as per the normal timetable. Links to live Teams lessons will be included on ClassCharts.
Lessons, in the main, will also be delivered live on Microsoft Teams. Students use their school email address and password to access Teams on any device. 



[bookmark: _Hlk59090536]If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some students may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those students to access remote education:
We have completed an audit of students who do not have suitable access at home so that we are aware of who this currently affects. 
If your circumstances change and you are concerned that your child no longer has suitable access, please contact the school office and we can assist you. 
We have a number of laptops and internet dongles available for loan for students who do not have access to suitable hardware or internet access at home. Again, please contact the school office if your child cannot access school work online.
As a last resort we can provide paper work packs for students. Our aim is that all students have the means to access the live lessons and support offered by teachers via Teams and ClassCharts.
If students are completing written work on paper, they can submit it in the following ways:
· If they have access to a smart phone or tablet they can take photos of the work and submit via the ClassCharts app, Teams, or by email to the relevant teacher. 
· If they cannot submit electronically, we request work is returned to school weekly so feedback can be given. Returned work will be held for three days, before being passed on to subject staff. 

How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach students remotely:
ClassCharts
· All resources and instructions will be detailed on ClassCharts to provide visibility to both students and parents and to maximise accessibility
Live teaching (online lessons)
· Through Microsoft Teams teachers will deliver live lessons to provide more thorough learning, support and feedback
Recorded teaching 
· Recordings of live Teams lessons will be made available to students 
· Resources such as Oaks National Academy may be used to support independent learning tasks
Printed paper packs produced by teachers (e.g. workbooks, worksheets)
· Students will have received these for some subjects already
· Paper packs will be available for students without access to technology at home (this is only as an emergency measure)
Textbooks and reading books students have at home
· To support students in a similar manner to the way they are used in the classroom 
Commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences
For example, the use of MathsWatch, Seneca Learning and Teach ICT are already embedded into our curriculum, so students are familiar with the format of learning in this way to support live lessons and homework tasks.


Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
We expect students to follow their normal timetable while working remotely. 
Live lessons and other teacher support will be available following the normal timetable, so it is essential that students are working to the timings of the normal school day. 
Parents/carers can support students by ensuring they are prepared for the school day as they would normally be, with the correct equipment needed for each subject, for example calculators, paper, pens and pencils etc. Students are provided with A4 lined notepads.
Parents/carers can access ClassCharts to make themselves aware of work set each day and ensure students are accessing Teams regularly to attend live lessons.

How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
Teachers will keep registers of students engaging with live lessons and submitting work on ClassCharts.
Parents can use the ClassCharts app which will be the first line of correspondence from class teachers and Form Tutors. 
Teachers, Form Tutors and Year Achievement Managers (YAM,s) will liaise regularly to ensure students are engaging with their work. If there are concerns parents/carers will be contacted either by the individual teacher; where concerns are across subjects by their Form Tutor, YAM or by a member of the Intervention Team.
Where students are unable to submit work digitally teachers will review written work once it has been returned to school.
If students have not engaged with their work whilst learning remotely, lunchtime and/or afterschool sessions will be required, once students return to school, to prevent gaps in their learning. 
If parents/carers have concerns regarding a particular subject, they can contact the class teacher through ClassCharts or by email. If parents/carers have wider concerns about engagement or work being completed they can contact their Form Tutor or YAM. 


How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on student work is as follows:
Teams
· Where possible students should try and join the Teams lessons as this will allow teachers to provide instant verbal feedback, similar to feedback given in the classroom, as well as the opportunity for self-assessment throughout the lessons

ClassCharts
· Teachers will acknowledge receipt of work through ClassCharts similar to when homework is submitted electronically. Some written feedback will also be issued to both classes and individuals

Written work
· Written work will be assessed through photographing and uploading to ClassCharts

Digital platforms
· Through the use of Microsoft Forms and other digital platforms such as MathsWatch students will receive instant feedback.


Additional support for students with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some students, for example some students with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those students in the following ways:
Teaching Assistants will make regular contact with families of SEND students. They will also join Teams lessons to support students, similar to in the classroom. 
Teachers will provide differentiated work as they do in the classroom, and Teaching Assistants will assist with the delivery of this for SEND students. 
Students may also be invited to join a Teams ‘breakout room’, where appropriate, to interact socially with their peers.
Where necessary we will allow SEND students to borrow laptops for the duration of their isolation period to facilitate the remote learning. 

Remote education for self-isolating students
Where individual students need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching students both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
Teachers are informed which students are self-isolating on a daily basis so that work can be set according to the normal timetable.
Students will be provided with resources and guidance through ClassCharts to ensure that they are given the opportunity to complete the same classwork as students who are still in school. 
In some circumstances it will be possible to provide a hybrid lesson where students self-isolating can join their peers in the classroom through Microsoft Teams. Students will be invited on Teams and informed on ClassCharts where this is the case. 
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
