During 2020-21 the following strategies are being used:
Reading support 
· Students are withdrawn from lessons to be given small group sessions with an English specialist. Additionally, students are being targeted on a one to one basis for reading specific intervention. 
· Students have also been provided with access to online catch-up resources and the opportunity to attend extra sessions run in school holidays (SENECA).

Numeracy support 
· Peer tuition with experts tutoring younger students Autumn 2019.
· All students given catch-up packs prior to AUT 2019 and SPR 2020 exams.
· Use of Academic Mentor to come and support students for individual/small-group intervention.
· Support for EAL learners in completing homework and improving reading.
