Dear Parent/Carer

As you know the decision to award students with Teacher Assessment grades was made several months ago and the examinations that we all know were cancelled.  Students have worked hard to complete their assessments and the vast majority of that work has been done.

The 2021 exams approach requires school to submit grades by 18th June 2021.  This process requires considerable staff resource and we recognise that in practice, for many students, work done after half-term will not contribute towards their grades.

In line with DfE guidance we have planned an alternative curriculum covering important elements to support students post-16 and with progression to support the next stages of education.  The learning experiences that we have planned mean that full-time attendance is not required and will be a mixture of face to face provision and virtual sessions at home.  Plans are in place up to and including 25th June which is the leaving date set out by the DfE.  After this date students will not be expected to attend or participate virtually.  We have also given an option for students to attend the sessions in school full-time.  I hope students find the provision useful and with this in mind, we have created the plans for the coming weeks.
