Current working level
This grade shows which GCSE grade a student is working at now. We have used our summer assessments to inform this grade. These grades range from U-9, with 9 being the highest. We would expect our Year 7 students to be working at the lower ends of this scale and their grades to increase as they work through their secondary education. The +, = and – indicate where they sit within that grade. If they are currently achieving a U this is not necessarily a cause for concern, in fact a U+ indicates they are very close to reaching a grade 1.

In September we will be sharing Year 11 GCSE targets with our Year 7 (will be Year 8) students.

Target grades are normally set according to the KS2 level your child achieved at Primary School. However, due to the pandemic the KS2 assessments in 2020 were cancelled. Therefore, we have used this year to get to know each Year 7 student and have used this knowledge, alongside the assessments they have completed, to set their target grades.

These will be shared during the first week back in September and we will offer an online event for parents to ensure you understand your child’s targets and how we will track their progress. More details to follow in September.

Year 7 students have been developing their Reading, Writing, and Speaking and Listening skills, whilst exploring 2§
mode fiction, creative writing, Shakespeare and 19th Century fiction. These units have included: creative writing; 3}
developing longer literature-style responses to texts; exploring language analysis skills; and appreciating the historical 1}
context of a novel. Students have also been introduced to more challenging analytical skills through the study of = 1
Shakespeare's ‘A Midsummer Night's Dream’ and have explored a range of poetry from different cultures. Year 7 ol
prepared for the end of the year examination by producing their own transactional non-fiction writing. Finally, they o
moved on to performing a Speaking and Listening task. It is essential that students submit homework, on time, to a i
high standard; focus on accuracy in spelling, punctuation and grammar; and read widely to ensure sound N
comprehension skills. 1
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In Year 7, all aspects of Mathematics are introduced and prior learning from Key Stage 2 reinforced. As well as =t
Number, students study Algebra, Geometry, Data and Ratio topics. In the Autumn and Spring terms, students studied: t
Expressions; Formulas; Fractions and Decimals; Averages; Sequences; Angles; Probability; Ratio and Proportion; and L
Solving Equations. This term, Percentages, Transformations, Graphs and Constructions were taught and consolidated. =0
Throughout the year, revision skills are highlighted to support your child during end of term assessments. Completing 3
all homework to a high standard is key to success and it is essential that, in addition to the answer, students show the 34
