Use of Mobile Phones in School
I am writing to remind all parents and carers of our rules regarding mobile phones in school. Our current behaviour policy states that students can bring their phone to school, but it must be switched off and in their bag. If a student is seen using a mobile phone for any reason at all, it will be confiscated, taken to the main office and parent/carer asked to collect. This is something every parent/carer has agreed to when sending their child to Ruskin.
If a student refuses to hand over their mobile phone, they will be taken immediately to the Inclusion Centre and will be asked to hand their phone in at reception every day from then on.
The topic of mobile phones in schools and the use of social media for under 16s is currently being discussed by Parliament and the Department of Education, with new guidance for schools published on 19th January 2026. We are currently digesting the new guidance and will be discussing with governors soon. You will realise the significant impact mobile phones and social media can have on the mental health and wellbeing of young people, which has been at the forefront of media and tv coverage recently. Securing mobile phones in school is part of the discussions and we will contact in due course with any updates to our policy.
